HI  EVERYONE:       
We have decided to run the event over two days this year with qualifying on the morning of race 
day, for those wishing to stay in Wanganui a bit longer.  There will be two practices per class on the 
27th for those who want it. 
The B.A.D.D. 3 hour endurance race will now be on the afternoon of the 27th. This will enable 
competitors to race in front of a large crowd and enable others present at the event to participate.  
Please use the separate entry form if you wish to enter the endurance race. 
 
SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS:  
This event attracted well over 220 bikes last year and once again we are expecting another healthy 
entry this year from reports we have been getting.  Once 40 entries per class have been received,

we will take reserves that can practice, but will only race if 40 do not take the grid in each race(as 
some people don’t turn up, or breakdown, or worst case – have crashed).  So get your entry’s in 
early or you could miss out.  This year will see 2 practices on Sunday (day 1). 
On Monday, there will be a qualifying session, followed by 2 races per class.

Where classes are combined, there will be separate trophies awarded. ie Post Classic, Pre 82, Pre 
72, Jnr and Snr. 
Camping is now available for competitors at the track on the nights of Sat. 26th, and also Sun. 27th.  
Please do not get there before 7:00pm on the 26th, as this is when our security guard is booked.  
Showers will also be available from 6:00-9:00am and 6:00-9:00pm on the 27th only. 
Gate passes will be provided to all teams this year.  2 per solo entrant and 3 for sidecar teams.  
Extra passes can be purchased for $10, for the two days, at time of sending in entry.  Admission 
will be $10.00 per day if you don’t have passes (no excuses), a security guard will be at the gate. 
 

 One bike, one class.  Simply put, this enables more competitors to race. 
 Spot prizes – to be in the draw, entries have to be received by closing date (Nov. 30th), and you 

must be present at prizegiving 10 mins after the last race (there were great spot prizes last year – 
so get your entry in early!). 

 15 entries per class by closing date or class will be cancelled or combined. 
 Race numbers must be as per new MNZ regs (must be clearly visible).  Letters will not be

 Both races on Monday count towards series points from Manfeild and Wanganui. 
 

NZ F4 – F5 G.P.: 
 We are again running the NZ F4 & F5 (buckets) G.P’s.  F5 GP on the Sunday afternoon and F4s 

on the Monday morning.  Full MNZ licence must be used for NZ GP placings. 
 Rules as per chapter 24 in rulebook. 
 F4 & F5 G.P. race distance to be advised (dependent on entries).  Practices will be combined.  

This is a major meeting and a great chance for buckets to show off their class. 
 

SUNDAY: 
 Scrutineering and gear check will take place from 7:00am onwards (arrive at the track at your 

leisure – we will scrutineer all day), no going out to practice or race until you have been 
scrutineered. 

 Practice is from 9:30am.  2 rounds of practice per class, followed by the 3 Hour Endurance race. 
 

MONDAY: 
 Scrutineering and gear check will take place from 7am to 8:30am only. 
 Riders briefing on race day is at 8:45am, followed by a bicycle race in full leathers and helmets for 

those interested – Great prize for 1st place getter!! 
 Qualifying begins at 9:30am sharp. 
 Race 1 for each class is 5 laps, feature races are 8 laps.
