Back & Bike Numbers: Correct racing numbers are to be worn on the back of body armour or jersey and on
bikes as per rule 10-2-2

Pit Bikes: Under NO circumstance will pit bikes be permitted at this event.
Points: Points will be awarded as per Rule 6-15-1.

Random Technical Inspection: As per MNZ Rule 10-1. Noise testing will be preformed at random. Your bike
must not exceed 96DBA.

Starts: Will be a clutch start behind backward falling gates. The start gates will be on dirt.
Tear offs: Strictly no tear offs to be used at ZM Valley Motoxpark.
Mini Transition: This event is an approved event in terms of rule 15-10-4. This means that mini license

holders who are 8 years or older may enter and race in this event on either a 65cc or 85cc machine. Please note
however that they need to be sufficiently competent to ride at this level on a senior moto-x track. The Steward
may ask them to cease riding if s/he considers that they are not sufficiently competent.

Senior Transition: This event is an approved event in terms of rule 16-9. This means that junior license
holders who are 15 years of older may enter and race on the Sunday as a senior on a 125cc or 250cc machine.

Medical Clearances: Medical clearances (if applicable) are to be produced at sign on.
Refunds: Refunds of entry fees will be as per Rule 5-5-2.
Camping & Dogs: As this event is on farmland there is to be no dogs or camping.
